This is the sad state of man 
since Adam, the first man, fell into sin in the 
Garden of Eden. Because of the fall of Adam, 
man came under the wrath and curse of God, our 
Creator and Judge.

Could a Boeing aircraft come into 
existence after a tornado of cosmic proportions 
hits the earth?

The Bible says, “For the invisible things of Him 
(God) from the creation of the world are clearly 
seen, being understood by the things that are 
made, even His eternal power and Godhead; so 
that they are without excuse” (Romans 1:20).

God also tells us that, “For all have sinned, 
and come short of the glory of God” (Romans 
3:23); “If we say that we have no sin, we deceive 
ourselves, and the truth is not in us” (1 John 1:8).

SIN leads to DEATH
“For the wages of SIN is DEATH” (Romans 6:23).

“That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the 
Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that 
God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be 
saved” (Romans 10:9).

“Today if ye will hear His voice, harden not your 
hearts” (Hebrews 3:15)

“For God so loved the world, that he gave his 
only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in 
him should not perish, but have everlasting life.” 
(John 3:16)

This is the real meaning of Christmas!
